She was a teacher with the Department of
Education and is a graduate of Roosevelt High
School and Mun Lun Chinese School and
received her Bachelors and Masters Degree with
honors in Education from the University of
Michigan and a Masters in Special Education with
honors from the University of Hawaii. Victoria is
proudest of are her 7 children, 15 grandchildren
and 3 great grandchildren and all that they have
been able to achieve as a result of Victoria
instilling in them the value of respect, humility,
hard  work, honesty and charity to
others. Victoria is active with numerous
organizations including the University of
Michigan Chinese Club; Mun Lun Chinese

Finally, in
1964 Wilson reached Hong Kong and eventually
got a job in a jewelry store in the Tourist District
of Kowloon. Wilson's big break came at the
age of 21 when he met a British merchant buyer
for a jewelry chain store in Europe and was able
to complete a large sale. This allowed him to
open his own wholesale jewelry business. The
very next year, on Christmas Eve of 1969, he
met Mabel, his wife of 47. They were married
three years later and honeymooned in Honolulu in
1972. They both fell in love with the islands and
started a jewelry business in the International
Marketplace in Waikiki. They spent four years in
Waikiki before moving to the Chinese Cultural
Plaza in August of 1976 and recently retired in
early 2017. Despite all of his business successes,
Wilson is proudest of his three sons and their
accomplishments and successes as well as in his
five grandchildren (2 grandsons and 3
granddaughters).  Wilson’s wife Mabel was
honored as the 2003 Model Mother of the Year.

Tomb, this new black granite monument replaced
the former tomb. The magnificently carved
monument assures the society's legacy for
posterity & generations to come. The Legacy
Monument project took a year in carving in Fujian
Province, China. It took our tomb's good

fengshui and incorporated the elements of feng
shui  with carving of symbolic animals.
Inscriptions include donor’s names, the history of
Wong Kong Har Tong, its founders, and past
presidents. Two granite lions flank each side of
the Legacy Monument with  inscriptions done in
gold.
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Completed in time for Wong Kong Har Tong's
April 13" Ching Ming Baisan rites, the dedication
and unveiling of the monumental edifice was
unveiled at 10:00 a.m. opening with the
traditional burning of firecrackers. The
dedication rites conducted by President Arthur
Wong, included speeches by Charles Wong,
project coordinator and president of Lin Yee
Chung. About fifty members attended the
dedication, and there was bountiful picture taking
of the Legacy Monument with family groups.
